Elgin Landscape Strategy
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Based on best available science

• Wetlands

• Riparian buffers

• Total forest cover

• Interior and deep 
interior habitat

Respecting landowner 

interests
• Provide information rather 

than regulations

• People will often make the 
right decisions

• “Pull” rather than “push”

people into the process

• Landowners want to work 

together in their habitat 

restoration projects so these 
relationships need to be 

nurtured. One of the keys to 

sustainability.
